Hertsmere Borough Council has published a Site Allocations and Development Management Policies 

Plan (‘the Plan’) as part of its Local Plan, under Regulation 19 of the above Regulations.  The Plan 

and accompanying documents have been published in order for representations to be made prior to 

its submission to the Secretary of State for Examination.  

 

The Plan sets out detailed proposals and policies by which the Council sees the aims and objectives 

of the Core Strategy for Hertsmere, which was adopted in January 2013, being best achieved. It 

defines sites and areas for specific purposes and provides environmental criteria against which 

development proposals and planning applications can be judged.  

 

Representations can be made during the six week period which begins on Monday 3
rd

 August 2015 

and ends at 5.00pm on Monday 14
th
 September 2015. Representations received after this time will 

not be accepted.  

 

It is then proposed to submit the Plan to the Secretary of State for Communities and Local 

Government for a public examination, under Regulation 22 of the above Regulations.
