
NOTICE OF ADOPTION OF THE ELSTREE WAY AREA ACTION PLAN  
 

PLANNING AND COMPULSORY PURCHASE ACT 2004 (AS AMENDED) 
 

THE TOWN AND COUNTRY PLANNING (LOCAL PLANNING) (ENGLAND) REGULATIONS 2012 
 

Notice is hereby given in accordance with Regulations 26 and 35 of the Town and Country Planning 
(Local Planning) (England) Regulations 2012, that the Elstree Way Corridor Area Action Plan 
Development Plan Document (‘the Plan’) was formally adopted by Hertsmere Borough Council on 8 
July 2015.  
 
The Plan provides a spatial strategy for the coordinated development and design of the Elstree Way 
Corridor. It establishes the basis for shaping the redevelopment of the area in the period up to 2027. 
Now adopted, the Plan is a statutory development plan document and forms part of the Local Plan for 
Hertsmere. Together with Hertsmere’s other Development Plan Documents it forms the basis for 
decisions on land use planning affecting the Elstree Way Corridor.  
 
The Plan was the subject of an independent examination conducted by an Inspector appointed by the 
Secretary of State. The Inspector’s Report was published in May 2015 and the recommended Main 
Modifications have been included in the adopted plan, along with a series of minor, Additional 
Modifications.
